Some telephone service providers bundle or combine multiple services
like voicemail and call waiting, so you may not be aware that you have
voicemail. To check what services you have and how to access them,
contact your telephone service provider.

To use your voicemail service rather than your answering system,

turn off your answering system. To use your answering system rather
than your voicemail service, contact your telephone service provider to
deactivate your voicemail service.

Using the answering system and voicemail together

You can also use your telephone answering system and voicemail together
by setting your built-in answering system to answer before voicemalil
answers as described below. To learn how to program your voicemail
settings, contact your telephone service provider. Then, if you are on a call,
or if the answering system is busy recording a message and you receive
another call, the second caller can leave a voicemail message.

Set your answering system to answer calls at least two rings earlier than
your voicemalil is set to answer.

ECO mode

This power conserving technology reduces power consumption for optimal battery
performance. The ECO mode activates automatically whenever the handset is
synchronized with the telephone base.
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Energy-saving charging mode

When this mode is activated, all telephone functions, except handset battery charging,
will be disabled.
To activate the energy-saving charging mode:
1. Unplug the telephone base power adapter from the power outlet. Make sure all
handsets are plugged with charged batteries.

Maintenance

Taking care of your telephone
Your telephone contains sophisticated electronic parts, so it must be treated with care.

Avoid rough treatment
Place the handset down gently. Save the original packing materials to protect your
telephone if you ever need to ship it.

Avoid water

Your telephone can be damaged if it gets wet. Do not use the handset outdoors in the
rain, or handle it with wet hands. Do not install the telephone base near a sink, bathtub
or shower.

Electrical storms
Electrical storms can sometimes cause power surges harmful to electronic equipment.
For your own safety, take caution when using electrical appliances during storms.
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Cleaning your telephone

Your telephone has a durable plastic casing that should retain its luster for many
years. Clean it only with a soft cloth slightly dampened with water or mild soap. Do not
use excess water or cleaning solvents of any kind.

Remember that electrical appliances can cause serious injury if used when you
