Other new club store packaging practices include adding a more environmentally friendly, water-based coating to replace UV coating on all gift boxes, which reduces the amount of chemicals used in production and recycling, as well as streamlines processing steps thereby reducing environmental impact.  These process improvements include eliminating third-party packaging support, temporary packaging and duplicate processes to pack/unpack/repack.  Overall, these practices result in decreased emissions and promote a more environmentally sound business.
The company’s continued quest for improving the vitality of our planet is demonstrated through the proactive approach it has been taking over the past several years in maintaining environmentally friendly products and packaging.  Since 2007, VTech has been committed to making a difference in improving the sustainability of our planet by using renewable energy in its goal to produce zero waste.
